To measure how well nursing homes are achieving
these goals, CMS created a “composite score” system—the lower the score, the better. Mountain-Pacific’s
Quality Awards are based on each facility’s composite score, its licensure with Wyoming’s state survey
agency, the Office of Healthcare Licensing and Survey and its certification with CMS.
